CONSTRUCTION SAFETY AND HEALTH STANDARDS

It is a condition of this contract, and shall be make a condition of each subcontract entered

into pursuant to this contract, that the contractor and any subcontractor shall not require any

laborer or mechanic employed in performance of the contract to work in surroundings or under

working conditions which are unsanitary, hazardous, or dangerous to his health or safety, as

determined under the following Federal regulations:
